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Celebratingthe school badges

The HVHS school uniform and colours were

decided upon early in the year 1926. “The

colours are black and white, and now that the \ Ny
whole School is in uniform, the effect is very b
pleasing”. The School badge and School motto

were not fixed until the end of the Second Term.

The wearing of the silver badge on the caps and

hats had not only given the required finish to

the uniform, but added the necessary distinctive

touch. (School Magazine, 1926, page 5).

The whole of the fund for the purchase of the badges for foundation pupils was obtained by voluntary
contributions collected by Mr P. H. Huthnance, a member of the Board of Governors. The badge, which is
solid silver, depicts a pair of outspread wings, surmounted by a star, with underneath the words, “Ad alta’
(“Strive Upward”, “To the Heights”). The function of presenting the badges took place at the School, when
upwards of 170 badges were presented. The chairman said the badges should be an incentive to every
pupil to improve his opportunities; and he spoke of the value of an ideal. Mr P. J. Huthnance said that just
as the badge and motto of knighthood was an inspiration to keep honour unsullied, so he hoped the school
badges would be a perpetual reminder to the pupils to keep the honour of their school in high esteem.

The desire of the Board was to foster the school spirit.

The design of the badge spoke of aspiration for higher things, and he hoped the idea of every pupil would
not be merely personal distinction, but that each would consider herself or himself as one of a body.
(School Magazine, 1926, page 7). In addition to being presented with a badge, each foundation pupil would
be asked to record his or her name on a parchment scroll, which would be carefully preserved.

Five pointed star standing on the shoulders of a pair of
outstretched bird’s wings linked together by a small circle. A
curved ribbon is attached to the bottom of the wings and
has the lettering “Ad alta” thereon.

The first year, the small circle connecting the wings had the
lettering F.P. (Foundation Pupil) and each year after it was
stamped with the year of issue.

Originally worn as a hat badge, the badges were for many
years made of sterling silver and then later, because of
the cost, were made of base metal and chromium plated.
This hat badge was still being used up to 1962.

Prefects badges were a slight variation with a curved
ribbon/scroll above the star spanning the wings.

TVNZ weather presenter Karen Olsen has bid viewers "goodnight and goodbye" with her final broadcast

on OneNews Olsen completed her last weather forecast for OneNewsin November 2015, ending a 22-
year career with the network. "That's it from me. | mean, that's reallyit from me. This is my last bulletin
ever. | must say it's been a real privilege to come into your rooms and give you the weather forecast ...
goodnight and goodbye," Olsen said, before being presented with flowers. OneNewspresenter Simon
Dallow paid tribute to Olsen, calling her "gracious, humble and warm and the absolute weather
professional". A showreel of some of Olsen's highlights with the network then played, showing her feeding
pigs, milking a cow, visiting a school, and wearing bright pink "Auckland gumboots" while reporting from a
storm zone. Olsen joined TVNZ after leaving the MET Office. Her departure was announced in October, and
came after a proposed shake-up of TVNZ's newsrooms. Olsen hasn't confirmed what she's likely to do next.
